
HOW TO…… register your module choices on eVision 
 
 
We recommend that you thoroughly research your modules in advance. 
 
 
You can do this as follows: 
 

• Go to the modules homepage

Click the confirm and continue 
button if you wish to continue 
studying your GCP 

Once you have confirmed you wish to 
continue with your GCP you will see a 
further confirmation screen which also 
shows the module that will be added to 
your student record 
  
If you are happy, click the confirm 
button, if you have changed your mind 
click the back button and you can opt out 
of the GCP

If you are following the Language Specialism 
pathway, the information in blue will state the SEM2 
module you are required to take and whether this will 
be part of your main degree course or whether you 
have to take this as an additional module alongside 
your degree course. 
 
If you are happy, click the confirm button, if you have 
changed your mind click the back button and you 
can opt out of the GCP 

If you are opting out of the GCP’s then 
you must tick this box before you can 
continue 
 
And give a reason for opting out here 

If you choose other as a reason then you 
enter an explanation in the additional 
comments field here

INTERNATIONAL STUDENTS 
 
If you are an International Student or received your education in a language 
other than English, you will be pre-allocated an English Language module to 
assist you with your studies. 
 
This counts towards your 120 credits. 
 
If it is later deemed unnecessary for you to study English, the ENL module 
will be removed and the module you choose will be remain on your record. If 
you do need to study English, your chosen module will be removed by us. 

If you opted out of GCPs then the section on 
Your Global Challenge Pathway will not show – 
if you wish to opt back into GCP you will need to 
speak to the Student Services Centre once you

When selecting your modules, please also bear in mind when your other modules are 
being taught.   You should ensure that you balance your workload evenly over the 
academic year 
 
 
 

Modules will only successfully be added if there are still places available. 
 

Each module has a specific number of designated places set by the School that teaches the module. 
 

Sometimes a module also has a pre-requisite which can be an A-level, some other previous experience 
/ qualification or a module studied at Keele at a previous level. 

 
If you choose a module and it is later discovered that you don’t have the necessary pre-requisite, you 

will be removed from that module and asked to choose an alternative. 

When you have selected enough credits the bar will 
change to green.   
 
If you have chosen too many credits the bar will change to 
red and you will need to remove one of your choices by

When you have selected 
enough credits click the Submit 
Module Selections button 
 
 
 

You have to click on both the ‘Submit Module Selections’ button here and the ‘Confirm Module 
Selections’ button on the next page in order for your modules to be processed successfully. If both 
selections are not done, your module choices will not be registered by the system and will therefore
